BY – LAWS

ARTICLE  XIV

JAMES R. MOYER  CUP  TOURNAMENT
LADIES  CUP  TOURNAMENT
I. The James R. Moyer Cup is a single-elimination knockout tournament, which will be held annually in conjunction with, but separate from, league play.

II. The tournament shall be conducted by the Games Commissioner and is open to ALL registered league teams. An entry fee may be charged.

III. Teams from ALL divisions shall be drawn from a common pool AFTER the preliminary round to determine matches.  The Games Commissioner will conduct a NEW drawing for each succeeding round among the surviving teams on the next day immediately following each round.

IV. Registration, preliminary & the 1st round draws will be held at the mandatory League meeting, usually held the last week of June or first week of July.  Teams must attend or submit a pre-entry to the TRUSTEE, including the missed meeting FINE if absent.  Defending champion will be an automatic entry, but must pay it’s own fee.

V. ALL games will be played on non-league days starting approximately the 2nd week in July. Starting date may vary based on the number of entries.

VI. ALL Sunday games shall kick-off at 5:00PM SHARP.  Forfeit time is 5:15PM. Games involving Sewell OR Woodstown start @ 5:00PM SHARP, but Forfeit time is 5:30PM.  Start ALL games on time due to possible overtime & penalty kicks.

VII. Games will NOT be postponed or cancelled for ANY reason other than unplayable field conditions. Should such a cancellation occur, the game is automatically scheduled for the NEXT day.  If the unplayable condition persists, the game will continue to be scheduled on consecutive days until it is played. Each scheduled round MUST be completed before the next round.

VIII. Games will be regulation 45-minute halves, and each game must produce a winner. In case of a tie score at the end of regulation, 2 Sudden death (Golden Goal) overtime periods of 10 minutes each will be played. If still tied, each team will take a series of 5 alternating penalty kicks with the winner determined by the team scoring the most penalty kicks. If the teams are still tied after the initial round of 5 penalty kicks, then continue a series of 1 and 1 sudden death penalty kicks until a winner is determined. (For exception for Championship Final, see section XXI).

IX. Any tie game that must be called for darkness or weather before a winner has been determined will automatically be replayed the NEXT day in it’s entirety – using alternating home fields.

X. Three referees will be assigned to all games. The teams will each pay ½ of the officials’ fees in all rounds except the championship round. Games involving DIV I teams will pay the standard DIV I fees.

XI. The league shall purchase and award a commemorative plaque to the three officials assigned to the championship game in lieu of a game fee.

XII. HOME teams are responsible for full field preparations, game balls, calling in game information (goal scorers from both teams, goalkeeper in case of a shutout, players receiving a RED card, and the number of officials)

XIII. Home sites will be determined as follows:

1st round – Lowest numbered team in draw (team drawing a BYE is considered HOME).

ALL other rounds –

Away Winner vs. Away Winner  --  Lowest team in draw





Home Winner vs. Away Winner  --  Away team receives Home game

XIV. Semi-Final and Final Rounds will be played on neutral sites if possible.

XV. After 1st Round, ALL players are Cup-tied – may not be signed to play for any team still in the tournament.

XVI. Junior players may NOT schedule trial games during any Cup Round.

XVII. Players ejected from Cup or league games during tournament time shall have their suspensions levied in terms of regular league games & any Cup games played by his team during his term of suspension.

XVIII. Perpetual trophy will be awarded to tournament Champion, who shall assure it’s proper care and guarantee the return of the Cup in time for presentation to the succeeding champion. Each champion shall be liable for the sum of $200.00 to assure proper care of the Cup.

XIX. The league may, at it’s discretion, vote to award medals or other prizes to the individual members of the Cup champion and runner-up teams.

XX. All standard rules of FIFA and this league, other than the above, are in force for this tournament.

XXI. If the CHAMPIONSHIP FINAL remains tied after regulation & two FULL 10-minute overtimes, the teams will play “SUDDEN DEATH” – 1st goal wins the match!!  SUDDEN DEATH will be 10-minute periods with change of goals each period.
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
